I remember bumping into a monk, we’ll
call Kevin, who was going through a chal-
lenging time and was headed to a con-
frontational meeting. He shared how,
leaving his cell, he said a prayer, “God,
please be with me.” Immediately came the
reply, “No Kevin, you be with me.” 

There is a world of difference 
between asking God to be part of our
agenda, instead of surrendering to 
the Beloved.

We know from Scripture and experi-
ence, God often seems to favor the
tougher route. Recall when the Israelites
were leaving Egypt, God did not lead
them by the shorter route, but rather the
longer way through the desert of the Red
Sea (Exodus 13:17-18).

As we prepare to step into this New
Year, only too ready to shake the dust of
the “Camino Covid” from our feet, per-
haps it would be important to pause and
do “a revision of life” on 2020.
